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Title: Mounting McIntosh Components in RSH Series Custom Rackshelves

PRODUCT SERIES: RSH4A/C/S SPECIFIC MODELS: For McIntosh 
components

PURPOSE:
To explain the purpose and proper installation of McIntosh brackets included with 
McIntosh RSH shelves. To establish the correct mounting procedure for the RSH 
series of custom rackshelves when used with McIntosh components.

All McIntosh units have a decorative faceplate that is wider and taller than the chassis of the unit.  This presents 
a challenge when it comes to constructing a custom rackshelf for the part.  The following solution has been found 
to be the best both cosmetically and functionally, and is the only style of custom rackshelf we have available for 
any McIntosh product.

The opening on the faceplate of a custom rackshelf for a McIntosh component is designed to accommodate only 
the chassis of the unit behind the decorative faceplate.  When installed, the decorative McIntosh faceplate will 
overlap the custom cut Middle Atlantic Products faceplate.  The bottom of the rackshelf for a McIntosh 
component includes a pair of special Middle Atlantic Products supplied mounting brackets.  The McIntosh 
component rests on the brackets that are designed to take place of the component’s feet.

When installing the McIntosh unit into the custom rackshelf:

1. Assemble the faceplate to the rackshelf by first inserting the shelf ears to the faceplate so that they make a 
“U” shape, then bolt the base to the ears using the supplied hardware.  DO NOT remove the aluminum 
brackets from the rackshelf base.

2. Remove the feet from the McIntosh unit and slide it into the assembled rackshelf from the front, sliding the 
chassis through the opening in the custom faceplate, resting the weight of the chassis on the aluminum 
brackets.

3. If using the clamp option (MAP part# -C) clamp the unit down to the shelf.
4. Install the rackshelf into the rack using appropriate user supplied hardware.

McIntosh Brackets are automatically added to custom rackshelf orders that specify a McIntosh component.  The 
McIntosh brackets will be added to your order at an additional charge.
